2009 Montana 4-H Congress Horse Judging Contest

PURPOSE:

To provide an opportunity for all youth enrolled in 4-H horse projects to demonstrate the skills
they have developed in visually evaluating horses at halter and in performance classes. In
addition, youth will demonstrate their knowledge of equine-related equipment and subject
matter in a competitive setting where attitudes of friendliness and fairness prevail. Through
participating in this judging contest, youth can learn decision-making and inquiry skills, gain
self-confidence, courage, develop the ability to speak in public and learn how to organize their
own judging contest.

RULES:

Counties may enter only one team for their county, maximum of four (4) per team. Counties
may also enter two (2) alternates to compete for individual honors but alternates may not be
scored as part of the team. Total team score will be the top three from the designated team. If
less than three judge, they will judge as individuals. No county can have more than six in the
horse judging contest. All contestants must be 4-H members of clubs within the county they
are judging for.

AWARDS:

The top team will receive some financial assistance to participate in the horse judging contest
at the Western Regional 4-H Roundup. Contestants must be bonafide 4-H club members in the
current year. Contestants must be at least 14 years of age and must not have passed their 19"
birthday by October 1 of the current 4-H year. Contestants must not have participated in any
post-secondary (university, college, junior college, or technical school) competitive horse
judging contest. Neither can a contestant be a member of a post-secondary team undergoing
training in preparation for such an event. Team members cannot have been on a previous
horse judging team that has judged at the Western Roundup or any other major national 4-H
judging event. Members on the team for team score cannot have attended a previous Western
Regional 4-H Roundup in any way such as demonstrations, speech, meats, or livestock.

Members who have attended the Western Regional 4-H Roundup previously as a 4-H member
will not be eligible to attend again even though they may win in a different contest. Delegates
will be expected to pay some of the expenses for this trip.
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Horse Judging Contest Scoring
JUDGING:

Delegates will judge three (3) halter classes and three (3) working classes minimum.

Halter classes may consist of the following:
= Aged Geldings
= Aged Mares

= Junior Mares
= Junior Geldings
= Horses born in the last year
= Aged stallions
= Junior stallions
(one class may be of a breed that is not as well known, could be gaited, or draft)

Performance classes may consist of:

= Western Pleasure

= Western Equitation (Horsemanship)
=  Hunter Under Saddle

= Hunt Seat Equitation

= Trail

=  Reining

=  Hunter Hack

Up to two classes may consist of:

= Pleasure Driving

= Hunt Seat Equitation Over Fences

= Competitive Driving (judged on driver)
= Gaited Horse Pleasure Class

= Saddle Seat Equitation

= Saddle Seat Pleasure

Classes will be determined by the availability of horses and riders.

REASONS:
Reasons will be given on two (2) or more classes. Final placings given on all classes.

2009 Montana 4-H Congress Horse Skill-A-Thon Contest

PURPOSE:

Horse Skill-A-Thon is an activity that can make learning fun for 4-H members, by letting them
exhibit their horse knowledge in a friendly but competitive setting. You can use Horse Skill-A-
Thon at your regular 4-H meetings as a great learning tool.

AWARDS:

Winners will be announced at the awards program during Congress. The winning team will
receive a medal and be recognized at Congress. In addition, the winning team will be awarded
a trip to the Denver Western Regional 4-H Roundup.

PLEAE NOTE:

There has been increasingly low participation this contest over the last several years. The
contest will be held at congress as scheduled. However, a trip to Denver Roundup will ONLY
be awarded to the top team if there are more than four (4) teams participating in this
contest. If there are less than four team competing the top team will not be eligible for an
award trip, but will receive recognition with a medal at the awards showcase.

RULES:
We will allow each county to nominate two (2) teams of four (4) members to participate in the
State Invitational Horse Skill-A-Thon contest.

This year’s Horse Skill-A-Thon Contest has four phases:

1. Examination phase 200 points
2 Station phase 200 points
3. Demonstration phase 200 points
4 Team problem 200 points

Examination Phase (200 points)

This phase of the contest may include a 100-point written exam divided into 6 parts, each to be
completed in a maximum of 10 minutes; 50 points of projected slides to be identified as to
breed, color, color pattern, activity, etc; and 50 points of anatomy which may include external
skeletal (scientific names only) internal organs, parts of gastrointestinal tract, male and female
reproductive organs, detailed anatomy of the foot and detailed anatomy of the lower limbs.

Station Phase (200 points)

This phase will consist of a series of stations or tables where at each, all contestants will
respond to the requirements of the stations. Two minutes per station are allowed.

Examples of stations are:

1. Types of saddles (pictures or actual) 9. Performance events

2. Parts of saddles 10. Horse sports

3. Bridles 11. Bits — type and parts

4. Grooming aids 12. Gaits and defects

5. Horse breeds 13. Normal Horse

6. Horse colors 14. Farrier Tools — their uses
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7. Markings 15. Color descriptions

8. The Hoof 16. Anatomy defects

17. Skeleton 23. Performance classes

18. Conformation and defects 24, Place of origin

19. Training equipment 25. Safety

20. Blemishes and unsoundness 26. Horse parts

21. Feed samples 27. Commonly used knots & hitches
22. Teeth 28. Internal and external parasites

At each station a picture or an object may be presented; contestants' may be asked to describe
the use of the item, or to demonstrate the use of the item.

Demonstration Phase (200 points)

Four stations worth 50 points each, where contestants will have to demonstrate a skill related
to the horse project. Examples may include: Saddling, bridling, braiding, administering
medication or first aid, cleaning, adjusting equipment, foot care etc.

Team Problem (200 points)

Each team will have eight (8) but not more than twelve (12) minutes to discuss among
themselves the problem, immediately after which they will have up to ten (10) minutes to
present an oral solution or procedures relative to the problem. Each member of the team
should contribute to the oral presentation. Evaluation will be based on the understanding of
the problem, completeness of the response, the probability of success of the solution or
procedures and the logic used in making the oral response. The official may ask questions of
any or all of the team members to clarify the presentation.

Examples of possible team problems might include:

1. Balancing a horse's ration

2 Horse farm management

3. Establishment of a new stable
4 Information on horses

a. How to look

b. Where to look

c. How to use

d. Suppliers of information (specialty)
e. Duplicating or repeating information

5. Behavior problems

6. Training and conditioning programs

7. Breeding and/or leasing contracts, specific clauses for insurance, liability, payments,
care termination, transport, etc.

8. Teaching lessons in horse management

Responses to team problems should include not only “how” but "why," with special attention
given to the rationale leading to the response.

2009 Montana 4-H Congress Livestock Evaluation Contest

PURPOSE:
To teach Montana youth to evaluate livestock in a manner that will maximize their livestock
learning experience.

OUTLINE:

Classes may include: Up to 4 Beef Classes
Up to 4 Swine Classes
Up to 4 Sheep Classes
6 Reasons Classes

Some of the classes may be keep/cull classes. Reasons will be given following the conclusion of
judging of all classes. Reasons may be given at the pavilion or at a different location on campus.

Scores from all classes will be used in final tabulation for the contest. An official placing and
reasons will be given for all classes. County Agents and 4-H Leaders may be asked to assist
specialists in making final placings, taking and giving reasons.

RULES:

Counties may enter only one (1) team for their county, maximum of four (4) per team.
Counties may also enter two (2) alternates to compete for individual honors but alternates may
not be scored as part of the team. Total team score will be the top three from the designated
team. If less than three judge, they will judge as individuals. No county can have more than six
(6) in the livestock evaluation program. All contestants must be 4-H members of clubs within
the county they are judging for.

AWARDS:

The winning team at 4-H Congress will receive some (approximetly $1,200 per team) financial
assistance to attend the Western Regional 4-H Roundup in Denver in January. Contestants
must be 4-H club members in the current year. Contestants must be at least 14 years of age
and must not have passed their 19" birthday by October 1 of the current 4-H year. Contestants
must not have participated in any post-secondary (university, college, junior college, or
technical school) competitive livestock judging contest. Neither can a contestant be a member
of a post-secondary team undergoing training in preparation for such an event. Team members
cannot have been on a previous livestock judging team that has judged at the Western
Roundup or any other major national 4-H judging event. Members on the team for team score
cannot have attended a previous Western Regional 4-H Roundup in any way such as
demonstrations, speech, meats or horse.

2009 Montana 4-H Congress Public Speaking Contest

PURPOSE:
To demonstrate the ability to portray confidence and effectiveness in prepared and impromptu
speaking.

RULES:

Member must have received a blue ribbon rating at the county level. Counties may nominate
any number of participants. There will be more than one platform, depending upon the
number of contestants. Each platform will have 8 to 10 speakers and will be judged by 2 to 3
judges. Each judge will evaluate independently and the scores from the 2 to 3 judges will be
totaled for a final score. Talks should be of original material prepared by the contestant.

PREPARED SPEECH - Contestants will present a prepared speech from 5 to 7 minutes in length.
This speech is timed and a penalty of 4 points will be deducted for going over or under.

IMPROMPTU SPEECH - Immediately following the prepared speech, the contestant will receive
a topic to review for 3 minutes and will then present an impromptu speech of 2 to 3 minutes.
This speech is timed and a penalty of 2 points will be deducted for going over or under the
time.

VALUE - In scoring, the PREPARED speech will be worth 70% and the IMPROMPTU worth 30%.

Notes may be used if desired, but not over used. THERE WILL BE NO PROPS, POSTERS, OR
VISUAL AIDS OF ANY TYPE USED IN THIS CONTEST!

FINALISTS - The top 2 to 4 contestants from each platform will participate in the final run-off.
Names of these finalists will be posted following the morning competition. Finalists will follow
the same speech format with a new set of judges. All finalists will be judged by the same
judges.

There will be an orientation period for contestants so that they understand the basic rules such
as timing, evaluations, etc.

When selecting a topic, consider the following:

Does it fit my capabilities, knowledge, experience, and intelligence? Can the topic be covered
properly within the time allocated? Is it really me? Get all the necessary facts. Select a topic in
which you are interested. Draw on your 4-H experience.

AWARDS:

The top two winners selected from final run-off will be eligible for a trip to Denver Round-up in
order to compete in the regional contest or National 4-H Congress for leadership opportunity.
Partial funding will be available for the trip. Delegates who previously received a trip to
National 4-H Congress or Denver Round Up may participate in the contest, but will not receive a
second award trip.

2009 Montana 4-H Congress Quilt Contest

PURPOSE:

The Quilt Contest is an educational component of the 4-H Clothing and Textiles program. It
demonstrates the application of the principles of design and an understanding of the
techniques required to construct a quilt or other quilted item.

RULES:
= Counties may nominate any number of participants for the quilt contest and may apply
their own standards for selection purposes.

= Judging competition for the quilt contest is based on the following: (Score Sheet is
attached)
=  Design-30%
= Construction - 35%
= |nterview - 25%
= Presentation of Quilt - 10%

= Contestants will be required to present their quilt through a 1-3 minute talk to the
judges. Judges will also interview (ask questions) the contestants about the work they
have done on the quilt.

= Any size quilt will be accepted. Wall hangings and quilted garments will also be
accepted.

= Quilts may be hand quilted, machine quilted, or tied. Participants should be able to
explain and support their choice of quilting technique.

= All work must be completed by the 4-H member. Professionally machine quilted items
will not be accepted. ***By submitting a quilt entry participants are certifying that
they have completed all parts of the submitted quilt themselves, including the quilting

and finishing. ***

= Participants should bring one picture of themselves and their quilt to Congress.
= Participants should bring their fabric swatches to Congress.

= Members do not need to be enrolled in the quilting project to participate, although it is
encouraged.

= Quilts will be displayed during Congress.

AWARDS:

Winners will be announced at the awards program during Congress. There will be a trip to
National 4-H Congress available to the top scoring contestant. All winners will receive an award
medal at State Congress

2009 Montana 4-H Congress Stir-Ups Contest

Stir-Up your favorite dish using elements of a healthy, well balanced meal.

PURPOSE:

The STIR-UPS event emphasizes individuality in selection of food choices. The focus for this year’s contest will be

Formula for a Fit Feast! Stir-Up your favorite dishes using elements of a healthy meal.

AWARDS:

The winner of the contest will be eligible to attend National 4-H Congress.

RULES:

This should be fun and exciting. The member can be original and innovative as he/she develops his/her 4-H STIR-UPS.

Here is what is required:

Member will select a recipe of his or her choice of a main dish, consistent with the guidelines prepared each
year.

With this, they will provide a notebook with explanation of his/her dinner along with the nutrition of their
selected dinner and how it affects them. The notebook is to be prepared at home and turned in when the event
starts. Refer to score sheet (NOTEBOOK) for contents of notebook.

Members will prepare the dish at the cooking site. Members will also need to bring their own supplies
(including bowls for mixing, ingredients, utensils and baking pans, etc.). Members will have the opportunity to
purchase food the morning of the contest. There is NO refrigeration or storage available prior to the start of
the contest.

Each member will put together, using a single serving, a meal that is nutritionally sound. (This will be put
together on a plate and presented as it would be served to a family member or guest.) The member will bring
whatever he/she wishes to serve on the plate with the main dish. (It can be hot or cold - feel free to use your
imagination.)

The member will prepare a one-place setting or table setting where he/she will place the finished dinner.
NEW... The member will have 90 minutes to prepare meal, set table, present meal, and clean up his/her work
area. One point per minute exceeding 90 minutes will be deducted from the members’ total score. This will
help to maintain a schedule and allow members an equal opportunity to utilize kitchen stations.

Member will bring three (3) copies of recipe to the contest. They must include one copy with the notebook,
place one at station while preparing meal, and the place the final copy at the place setting.

There will NOT be a way to store leftover food after the contest. Leftovers will be discarded. Please consider
reducing amount prepared if possible, to help reduce waste.

JUDGING:
The STIR-UPS event will be judged by station judging (3 sets of judges).

2009 Montana 4-H Congress WHEP Contest

Wildlife and Habitat Education

Purpose

To teach wildlife and fisheries management, including wildlife biology, population management
and habitat requirements and enhancement. In 2009, the WHEP contest will be offered as an
invitational open to any 4-H’er, 14 and over, attending State Congress.

Outline

Participants are tested in 4 areas:

1) Wildlife Foods test
In order to manage a wildlife species, managers need to know what an animal eats.
Participants are shown 10 wildlife food items. They must identify each and then indicate
which of the animals listed eat the item.

2) Aerial Photos
Wildlife managers often use aerial photography to determine habitat quality and quantity
on a large scale. Students are given 4 aerial photos and asked to rank the photos based on
the quality of habitat for up to 8 specified animals.

3) Oral reasons
Students must give an oral defense for their rankings of the aerial photos for up to 2 wildlife
species.

4) Habitat Management Practices
This is a field event. Participants are shown a piece of land and given a “Conditions Sheet”
that explains the current situation and goals. Students are also given a list of possible
management practices and a list of up to 8 animals. They must identify which of the
practices is needed to improve that property for the particular wildlife species.

Rules

1. In 2007, the WHEP contest will be offered as an invitational open to any 4-H’er, 14 and
over, attending State Congress.

2. Participants may compete as teams (of 3 or 4) or as individuals. The team score will be
the sum of the 3 highest cumulative scores in each activity.

3. All participants must provide their own pen/pencil and clipboard. No other equipment
(ie., cell phones, backpacks etc) will be allowed during the contest.

4. A maximum of 5 minutes will be allowed for oral reasons in the Aerial Photo activity.

5. No talking by contestants will be allowed.

6. An official committee will score the contest and analyze the results. Its decision will be
final. Contest score sheets will NOT be distributed.

7. All contestants should study the WHEP handbooks and be prepared before coming to
the state contest. Questions will NOT be allowed during the contest, except those
related to contest procedures.

Award

Winners will be announced at the awards program during Congress. There will be recognition
to both high scoring teams and individuals. There is no award trip associated with this contest
at this time.
