2010 Multi-County 4-H Camp

Reminders

Don't abuse it, or we may lose it

The 4-H & FFA Project Program 10% Discount Offer at Quality Supply stores is offered to 4-H &
FFA members to help them reduce the cost of their project. They offer a 10% discount on
specific products that members will use directly for the benefit of their projects. This is not a
*10% discount on everything just because you (or your kids or nieces or nephews or next door
neighbors) are in 4-H" program. There is a sign-up sheet that must be completed by the member
and signed by a parent and a club leader.

These conditions apply:

¢ Quantities must be reasonable for the project for a one-year period.

e Discounted items for animal projects include feed, vaccine, pharmaceuticals, wormers,
grooming supplies, buckets, halters & leads, and white shirt, denim jean, straw hat and foot
wear.

e Discounted items for non-animal projects will be determined by management.

e TItems not discounted include livestock handling equipment, saddles, gates & panels, fencing
& posts, and sale items.

May 1°" is the date that all project changes must be made by. If you are already enrolled in 4-H
but you want to add a project to your list, contact Colleen at the Extension office at 258-4201 or
by email at missoula2@montana.edu.
